The mission of the United States Pony Clubs is to provide a program for 
youth that teaches riding, mounted sports, and the care of horses and ponies, thereby developing 
responsibility, moral judgment, leadership, and self-confidence. Members may ride horses and ponies. 
Riding activities include eventing (dressage, stadium jumping, cross-country), mounted games, show 
jumping, dressage (as single activity), vaulting (horseback gymnastics), polo, polocrosse (combination of 
polo and lacrosse), foxhunting, and tetrathlon (riding, running, swimming, shooting).  Through the USPC 
instructional program, members learn more about horses and their care than do members of any other 
American horsemanship organization. Although USPC emphasizes instruction over competition, 
members do compete with one another at club, regional, and national rallies. The term rally is used 
because Pony Club competitions are not merely competitive, they are also educational. 
 
Keeneland Pony Club asks that you look favorably upon the application of the Dot Horse Project, LLC, 
for the .horse top-level domain.
